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FUNDING POSSIBILITIES UNDER AMIF AND BMVI
The table below provides an indicative and non-exhaustive overview of the eligibility of possible expenditure of Pact-related activities under AMIF and BMVI. The table provides an indication of the potential coverage by AMIF or BMVI of the listed Pact-related activities. However, the scope of the actual eligibility for funding is regulated by the AMIF and the BMVI Regulations, horizontal (Common Provisions Regulation) and national rules applicable. 
The table also links each of the listed expenditure items to the most relevant corresponding building block(s) (BB) of the Common Implementation Plan for the Pact on Migration and Asylum. Those attributions are also indicative. More precise attributions may only result from a more detailed disaggregation of the cost items considered.
Where both AMIF and BMVI are indicated as potential funding sources, the possibility to use one or the other Fund, or both in a complementary manner, will depend on the actual purpose and scope of the activity in question. For example, for “free legal counselling” under BB9, the AMIF is the relevant Fund for issues related to asylum or return procedures, while the BMVI is the relevant instrument in relation to screening procedure. Apportioning of the AMIF and BMVI can also be considered by the Member States. This could be the case, for example, if a unique service provider is appointed to cover activities that are relevant for both Funds. Additionally, when the same operation is financed by several EU funds (not only Home Affairs Funds), or when an operation is only partially intended to be used for activities related to Home Affairs policies (e.g. purchase of vehicles can be used for border control, but also other national activities), it is essential that the managing authorities identify an apportionment key objectively verifiable.

Concerning specifically staff costs and running costs, those may be eligible either under operating support – provided that the relevant conditions apply as per the Funds-specific rules (see Note Home-Funds 2021 n° 27 and Note Home Funds 2023 n° 09) – or may be covered as project costs, notably in case the relevant conditions for qualifying as operating support are not fulfilled. In this context, it could be recalled that the staff costs and running costs of a public authority fall under operating support to the extent that they are used as support to the public authority responsible for carrying out the tasks and providing the services which constitute a public service for the Union and contribute to the achievement of the objectives of the Fund. Staff costs of programme authorities related to implementation and management of the Funds do not fall under operating support, but may fall under the support for technical assistance in accordance with Article 36 of the Common Provision Regulation (CPR).  
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
